A 2008 Debate:  Spotlight on Federalists and Anti-Federalists

When the Constitution was being debated Anti-Federalists were in favor of protecting the liberties (freedoms) of the people.  Federalists disagreed and argued that the structure of the national government would be enough to ensure that individual rights would not be violated.  Basically the federalists trusted that the national government would not ever take away people’s rights.  Nevertheless, enough people demanded that the Bill of Rights be added to protect both state and individual rights and it was added.  The Bill of Rights consists of the first 10 Amendments to the Constitution.


After the September 11, 2001 terrorist attacks, President Bush signed the USA Patriot Act into law.  The Patriot Act created the Dept. of Homeland Security which is primarily used to combat terrorism.  This act gave the government greater power to detect and prevent terrorism.  It expands the power of the FBI by allowing it access to bank account, library, internet, phone, business and other personal records without giving notice to an individual.  The act also gives the government the right to hold foreigners in jail suspected of terrorism for up to 7 days without even stating a reason.


Supporters of the Patriot Act who would most likely be considered Federalists are willing to give up certain personal/civil liberties (personal freedoms) to make the national government stronger.  Many think the government should do whatever it takes to keep our nation secure, including random security checks at airports and telephone, cell phone and email monitoring.  This will help keep the US safe from terrorist attacks.

Opponents of the Patriot Act, who would most likely be considered Anti-Federalists argue that the law threatens rights guaranteed in the 4th Amendment (which protects against unreasonable search and seizure).  Others opposed to the Patriot Act argue that the federal government obtained too much power to monitor and regulate all aspects of peoples’ personal lives.  They believe that we should not have to compromise our civil liberties—the rights guaranteed by the US Constitution.
